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   Ready for start in the first OLT leg in Linköping

Round 3/3 of the OLT race 2009 was completed as a part of the annual Classic Event in Linköping SE, this year the “44: year’s race”. Except for Classic Motocross also Classic- Road Racing, Speedway and Trail were included in the 44: year’s race. Riders came from all over Europe + from the USA. 
The final results in the three OLT classes 2009 was still an open question to be determined in Linköping.

After 2/3 races Heikki Nurminen FIN was in the lead, tight followed by Jan Keizer NL, Sölve Linderson SE, Oost Ostra BE, Cai Larsen DK and Wolfgang Büttner DE – it could still be possible for all of them to threaten Heikki’s victory.  

The race day in Linköping started dramatically – Heikki’s Jawa engine seized during the training and it was not possible for him to repair it! He was “saved” by his friend Tapio Hartikainen. Heikki could borrow Tapio’s Husqvarna – by that Heikki could, in the first leg, “secure” the points needed to be impregnable. After that Tapio got his bike back and he could ride the two last legs.

Oost Ostra secured the 2:nd place by winning the two first legs, but the excitement continued about the following places – the outcome was still very open, and the total result was fixed first at the finish of the last leg! 

Cai Larsen won the third leg, and when Piet van Dijk passed Sölve Linderson at the end of the race the result was fixed. Cai Larsen on the third, and Sölve Linderson on the fourth place!

This year Heikki Nurminen, FIN was the winner of the Challenge Cup for the 60+ class, given by Karin and Christer Garver 2008.

Totally 48 riders from six nations have participated. There have been three races with three legs each and app. 260 rider-starts.

2009 has been a good improvement compared to last year. It is pleasant to see this kind of development in “bringing the old Pré-65, 4-stroke bikes out on the tracks” and compete with them against the same age-classes of the riders!

All three races have been very well organized, and the most important thing – the complete OLT serial 2009 has been carry through without any incident reported where the doctor’s attention has been needed. We can just hope, with the safety in focus, that it will continue like this!

Neiden, Germany,

is a hard track located close to Leipzig in an old military area where most of the paddock is under roof, which previously was used as an armoured tank garage. The organisation worked absolutely fine and the weather was nice and warm. From the beginning some of the riders found the track, with its 18 jumps (!) to be a little too modern for the classic bikes, but after that the organizer made adoptions asked for by the riders, and as the trainings and the races went on, the riders merrily expressed their enthusiasm!

Mosten, Denmark,

is a British Bike Meet in Allingåbro where the OLT race is an attraction on a special built track - very suitable for Classic Motocross. Except for all the Pré-65 motocross bikes, it comes more than 400 British road bikers to the event. Worth to mention is the enormous breakfast buffet, included and served by the organizer every morning for all motocross people and bikers! (See www.mosten-mc.dk )  
Linköping, Sweden,

The annual race with its four motor bike disciplines during three days is the biggest annual motor bike event in Northern Europe. 35 OLT riders participated in the three classes,. The track is well suited for classic bikes, and the riders were, like always in Linköping, very satisfied with the race. Except for OLT there were races for 2- and 4-stroke 50cc, 125cc, 250cc, 500cc and side cars. The motocross weekend was finished off with a very interesting race where the five best riders from the different solo-classes could participate.
