Champions 2011: Tino Eissner and Per Nisbeth 

Tino Eissner DE – 

Winner of Classic European Twin Shock Championship class -50!
Tino succeeded, with driving skills, tactics and an unbelievable willpower to always do his very best, to bring home the European Championship title in the CETSC class -50 2011. At the first race in Pössneck he won all three legs, in Mosten there was a rider in better shape for the day, Jesper Jörgensen DK – winning in front of Tino, who tactical followed on the second place. The thing was repeated in Linköping, with another rider, Anders Sydborg SE taking the first place. ”They both were in a better shape for the day or the track suited them better”, Tino said, ”but I have a more even total score over the year – why should I take the risk to crash, get injured and be forced to give up the race?” Clever words form a dignified winner!
On the places right behind Tino it was very exciting fights between Peter Driessen NL and Andreas Beltin SE during nearly the whole season! At the two first races Peter was in favour – he had by then a lead of 81 points in front of Andreas, who had been exposed to bike problem on more than one occasion. At the next race, on Peters’ ” home ground” in the sand in Emmen NL Andreas had found his shape and won in front of Peter on the second- and Tino on the third place! With the last race, in Linköping, at hand it was still very open up front. Tino needed some more points to bring home the title. Peter, for the time being on a second place, still had to perform to keep Andreas behind. Andreas at hand, faced the almost impossible – to gain enough points to pass Peter in the total result! But – Andreas could mobilize his forces and take a second place in the third and last leg, while Peter finished on a sixth place – unbelievable – after ridden 12 legs both riders finished on exactly the same number of points – 345! Andreas finally could climb to the second place in front of Peter by finishing on a better position than Peter in the last leg!

Winner of Classic European Twin Shock Championship class 50+!

There was never any doubt about Per’s enthusiasm to bring home the Championship – even though he all the time had a strong attendance from a just as enthusiastic Boje Christiansen SE. They altered, up to the last race of the year in Linköping, either to win the legs or to take the second place. Per scored high in all races, while Boje had to give up in one leg at the first race because of bike problems. There was also a threat from behind – the powerful Bert van Dulmen NL on his 4-stroke Husqvarna! Per won six legs, took five second places and one third place. By that he could take the total victory and bring home the European Champion title in the CETSC class 50+ 2011. It was, like last year, very close for Boje, but it didn’t work all the way to the top. Per’s first-, Boje’s second- and Bert’s third placer were very well-deserved – they really had to fight for it – nothing was for free! Other riders, on the places right after, worth to mention are Jacob Homan NL, Clas Johansson SE, Jan Fredriksson SE and Ingvar Karlsson SE. Double starting Göran Josefsson SE (OLT + CETSC) started off well in the two first races, but than it was not possible for him to ride the race in Emmen, and the motorbike gave up in Linköping.
Per’s comment to his Championship title was:” I must admit that my victory this year is the biggest championship I’ve ever won. I’m very pleased with all the help I’ve had on the road to this victory. The help and support I’ve had from my family and old colleagues are priceless and I couldn’t have done it without them!”

2012 will be an interesting racing season when, hopefully, all riders will come back with even more enthusiasm!
